This clerkship is designed for medical students with an interest in an in Oncologic Surgery. This experience also exposes the student to the primary components of general surgery. Diseases of multiple organ systems will be encountered. The student will participate in the comprehensive care and management of the patient by the primary surgical service. There is extensive exposure to pelvic malignancies and the opportunity to observe abdominal laparoscopic techniques. Intensive exposure to both the outpatient and inpatient management of patients with malignant disease.
· Outpatient: Responsible for performing history and physical examinations on patients with newly 
· diagnosed malignancies; analyzing treatment options for both new and returning patients.
· Inpatient: Daily rounds under the supervision of the resident and attending staff, write progress notes, and
· assist in surgical procedures.

Objectives:

1. Improved understanding of cancer biology, surgical treatment approaches to both primary and recurrent cancer.

2. Improved understanding of the integration of other treatment modalities in the overall management of malignant diseases.  
Instructional Methodology:
Formal conferences are held daily covering a range of surgical topics relevant to the patient population seen by the surgical staff.  These include general surgery, trauma surgery, vascular surgery, surgical oncology, pediatric surgery, as well as morbidity and mortality.  A student can expect daily walk rounds with the surgical team as well as individual instruction and quizzing from the house staff and surgical faculty.  A student is expected to take in-house call every fourth night as part of the general surgery/trauma team. The consulting staff and residents will evaluate the student based on their day-to-day performance. It is the students’ responsibility to arrange a time for the prospector to complete his/her evaluation prior to the completion of the clerkship.
